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BMW Assembly Adopts Tourism Policy

The Border, Midland and Western Regional Assembly has called for a fundamental review of tourism policy as a matter of urgency in view of the significant changes in the national and international environment.  The Regional Assembly was discussing its submission to the Tourism Policy Review Group at their meeting on Friday last, in Ballaghaderreen.

The Assembly’s submission recommends a major public awareness campaign to bring the ‘failte’ back to Ireland, and called for integrated packages and the development of niche products to bring visitors back to the BMW Region.  The Assembly also called for speedier decisions on grant applications submitted to Bord Failte under the current tourism programme and suggested a greater role for Regional Tourism Organisations in the development and appraisal of project proposals.  An interim report from the Tourism Policy Review Group, which was established by John O’Donoghue TD, Minister with responsibility for Arts, Sport and Tourism is expected by the end of April next.
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
